4. A copy of site plan drawing showing location, type and size of all site
facilities (fence/hoarding, portable toilet(s), offices, storage, entrance, waste
skip, signboard, etc.)

. A copy of drawing project ‘s signboard drawing showing front and side
elevations with dimensions.

. A copy of Municipality Approved Building Permit and drawings

. A signed declaration by property owner to comply with approved drawings
by Municipality and TIO.
Security deposit to be paid as per Booklet-1 in Diyar’s Building Regulations
and Guidelines. Security amount is refundable after receiving Completion
Certificate.

. A copy of bank transfer transaction.

TIO reviews the application in 3 working days.

Once application is approved, a kick off meeting will be arranged between TO,
Consultant, Contractor and Property Owner to discuss Construction and
Health and Safety Regulations and issue “Commencing Work on Site” approval.
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
